Deacon Candidacy ñ 
   In November, Alison Car-
mack was admitted into the 
Order of Deacon candidacy 
process.  She is a 2004 gradu-
ate of Union Theological Semi-
nary & Presbyterian School of 
Christian Education with a 
Masters of Divinity & a Masters 
in Christian Education.  Over 
the past couple of years, she 
has felt God directing her to 
become ordained as a deacon 
in the United Methodist 
Church.  Deacons are called to 
service.  Some serve as Chris-
tian Educators, others as 
Youth Ministers, Camp & Con-

ference Leaders, and many 
other ways, sponsored by the 
United Methodist Church.   

   The definition of a deacon, as 

given on the UMC website is "An 

ordained clergyperson who is called to 

serve all people, particularly the poor, 

the sick, & the oppressed, & to equip & 

lead the laity in ministries of compas-

sion, justice & service in the world. In 

this capacity, he/she leads the church 

in relating the gathered community to 

their ministries in the world, thus 

connecting the churchõs worship with 

its service in the world. A deacon has 

the authority to teach & proclaim God's 

Word, to lead in worship, to assist 

elders in the administration of the 

sacraments of Holy Baptism & Holy 

Communion, to perform the marriage 

ceremony where the laws of the state 

permit, & to bury the dead."   

   Alison is currently meeting 
with a mentor, taking Methodist 
classes at seminary, and is 
working on meeting the require-
ments of the Board of Ordained 
Ministry.  She requests your 
prayers and support as she 
proceeds forward in this proc-
ess and welcomes any ques-
tions, so feel free to contact her 
if you'd like more information. 
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Don’t miss the keynote speaker, The Rev. Melissa Rae Dunlap, Bi-District Coordinator for Church Development for the Ar-

Do you print publications effectively communicate your 

message to your target audience?  This workshop will deal with the basics of producing a church newsletter or pother print publi-

cations.  Topics will include content, writing style, basic principles of effective 

layout, production options and distribution.  

 Mrs. Martha Stokes will lead a session entitled Called to Be Lay Leader ï 

The Next Steps.  Laity are partners in ministry with clergy.  We must take seri-

ously this call to be ministers, to be involved, exercise spiritual disciplines, be 

evangelists, help our churches become missional and celebrate our connectional-

ism.  This workshop will focus on the role of the local church and/or district lay 

leader.  Although this workshop is geared toward those currently serving as 

elected lay leaders, it can also pertain to any person in lay leadership. 

Mrs. Angie Williams will lead a session on Mission as a Way of Life 

(young people).  This workshop will be co-led by Angie Williams and Denise 

Honeycutt.    In a world of great need, youth want to be part of the answer.  In 

this workshop, we examine what it means to be people of justice and ways we 

can teach that to our youth so that they understand mission as a way of life.  

They will share practical hands on youth mission opportunities that are reflec-

tive of our theology of mission as United Methodists.  

The Rev. Jim Tongue will lead a session on the Staff-Parish Relations Committee which will help you have a better under-

standing of the purpose of the committee within the local church and how members of the committee can be vital tools to the over-

all functioning of a ―well oiled church‖. 

The Rev. Jim McClung will lead Seasoned Adults Spice Up Churches.  In this class you will discover that with the ―graying‖ 

of the congregation, it can prove to be asset for your church.  You will explore things that can be done by seasoned adults that 

push the envelope and provide resources the church may not have realized before.  You will look at all aspects of what it means to 

be an older adult.  If you are looking to start a group within your church or are interested in working with seasoned adults, this 

class is for you. 

Mrs. Marianne Martin and Mrs. Judy Tongue will lead a session for the Parsonage Family.  They will help you understand 

how to allow your pastor and his family to live comfortably as they reside in your parsonage and teach you ways in which you can 

make your parsonage more ―homey‖ for them. 

Mrs. Lieu Lewis will lead a session on Christian Education for Children From K-6
th
 grade.   This will be a general overview 

for what is available for small membership Sunday School as well as a look 

at what is available for all size churches.  There will be suggestions for 

grouping and mixing of age levels.  Topics will also include: Where can we 

go for help?;  What is meant by rotational Sunday School? 

   The Rev. Phyllis Piluso will lead a session on Adults Training Acolytes.  

This workshop will show how being an acolyte is an opportunity for 

younger elementary aged children to become involved in serving the Lord, 

participating in worship and preparing them for youth fellowship programs 

in the local church.  Participants will see how serving as an acolyte is more 

than lighting candles on the altar   The second half of this session, Hospi-

tality - Whose Job Is It Anyway?, will be led by Mrs. Cammie Armstrong.  

What is our role in being the welcoming presence of Christ?  Understand-

ing that it is everyone’s role is very important.  Many times it’s the little 

things that we do that can make individuals feel part of a church family.  It’s not always the new person who needs welcoming – 

many times those who have been sitting in the pews for years have never been reached and need hospitality.
